Database Normalization Mark Scheme
1. A table is in second normal form if each tuple contains no repeating attributes (first normal form) and every attribute that is a non primary key is fully dependent on the primary key.
Notes: Very dependent on the formal definitions, and certainly not expected in these words in an exam. This is a very difficult idea for a student to convey, any reasonable attempt that makes sense in plain English must be credited.
